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The Association of Interchurch Families provides a support network for interchurch families (usually where one partner is Roman Catholic and the other a member of another Christian communion), and a voice for such families as they seek to make their pastoral needs known within the churches, as well as contributing to the growing together of the churches.

Prayers of Confession

We recall what we have done and not done over the past 40 years:
